School‌ ‌staff‌ ‌may‌ ‌use‌ ‌suspension‌ ‌from‌ ‌school‌ ‌not‌ ‌only‌ ‌as‌ ‌a‌ ‌deterrent‌ ‌to‌ ‌inappropriate‌‌ 

behavior,‌ ‌but‌ ‌also‌ ‌to‌ ‌address‌ ‌the‌ ‌needs‌ ‌of‌ ‌students‌ ‌adversely‌ ‌affected‌ ‌by‌ ‌the‌‌

If‌ ‌a‌ ‌student‌ ‌in‌ ‌preschool‌ ‌or‌ ‌in‌ ‌grades‌ ‌K‌ ‌through‌ ‌3‌ ‌is‌ ‌to‌ ‌be‌ ‌suspended‌ ‌out-of-school,‌ ‌the‌‌

for‌ ‌up‌ ‌to‌ ‌ten‌ ‌(10)‌ ‌consecutive‌ ‌school‌ ‌days‌ ‌to‌ ‌the‌ ‌extent‌ ‌that‌ ‌such‌ ‌a‌ ‌removal‌ ‌would‌ ‌be‌‌ 
applied‌ ‌to‌ ‌students‌ ‌without‌ ‌disabilities,‌ ‌without‌ ‌a‌ ‌prior‌ ‌determination‌ ‌of‌ ‌whether‌ ‌the‌‌ 
conduct‌ ‌is‌ ‌a‌ ‌manifestation‌ ‌of‌ ‌the‌ ‌student’s‌ ‌disability.‌  ‌Students‌ ‌may‌ ‌be‌ ‌removed‌ ‌for‌‌

If‌ ‌the‌ ‌Team‌ ‌determines‌ ‌that‌ ‌the‌ ‌behavior‌ ‌is‌ ‌not‌ ‌a‌ ‌manifestation‌ ‌of‌ ‌the‌ ‌disability,‌ ‌then‌‌ 

the‌ ‌school‌ ‌may‌ ‌suspend‌ ‌or‌ ‌expel‌ ‌the‌ ‌student‌ ‌consistent‌ ‌with‌ ‌the‌ ‌policies‌ ‌applied‌ ‌to‌‌

Mechanical‌ ‌and‌ ‌medication‌ ‌restraint‌ ‌are‌ ‌prohibited.‌ ‌

Physical‌ ‌restraint,‌ ‌including‌ ‌prone‌ ‌restraints‌ ‌where‌ ‌permitted,‌ ‌shall‌ ‌be‌‌ 
considered‌ ‌by‌ ‌Arlington‌ ‌Public‌ ‌Schools‌ ‌an‌ ‌emergency‌ ‌procedure‌ ‌of‌ ‌last‌ ‌resort‌‌ 
and‌ ‌can‌ ‌only‌ ‌be‌ ‌used‌ ‌when‌ ‌a‌ ‌student’s‌ ‌behavior‌ ‌poses‌ ‌a‌ ‌threat‌ ‌of‌ ‌assault,‌ ‌or‌‌

Prone‌ ‌restraint‌‌ ‌is‌ ‌defined‌ ‌by‌ ‌regulation‌ ‌as‌ ‌a‌ ‌physical‌ ‌restraint‌ ‌in‌ ‌which‌ ‌a‌ ‌student‌ ‌is‌‌ 
placed‌ ‌face‌ ‌down‌ ‌on‌ ‌the‌ ‌floor‌ ‌or‌ ‌another‌ ‌surface,‌ ‌and‌ ‌physical‌ ‌pressure‌ ‌is‌ ‌applied‌ ‌to‌ ‌the‌‌ 
student’s‌ ‌body‌ ‌to‌ ‌keep‌ ‌the‌ ‌student‌ ‌in‌ ‌the‌ ‌facedown‌ ‌position.‌ ‌‌Prone‌ ‌restraints‌ ‌are‌‌

603‌ ‌CMR‌ ‌46.03(1)(b),‌ ‌and‌ ‌such‌ ‌use‌ ‌has‌ ‌been‌ ‌approved‌ ‌in‌ ‌writing‌ ‌by‌ ‌the‌ ‌principal‌ ‌and‌‌ 
supervisor‌ ‌of‌ ‌ABA‌ ‌services. ‌ ‌

● Physical‌ ‌restraint‌ ‌in‌ ‌the‌ ‌district‌ ‌shall‌ ‌be‌ ‌limited‌ ‌to‌ ‌the‌ ‌use‌ ‌of‌ ‌such‌ ‌reasonable‌ ‌force‌ ‌as‌ ‌is‌‌ 

necessary‌ ‌to‌ ‌protect‌ ‌a‌ ‌student‌ ‌or‌ ‌another‌ ‌member‌ ‌of‌ ‌the‌ ‌school‌ ‌community‌ ‌from‌ ‌assault‌‌ 
or‌ ‌imminent,‌ ‌serious,‌ ‌physical‌ ‌harm. ‌ ‌ 

● Physical‌ ‌restraint‌ ‌must‌ ‌end‌ ‌as‌ ‌soon‌ ‌as‌ ‌the‌ ‌student‌ ‌is‌ ‌no‌ ‌longer‌ ‌an‌ ‌imminent‌ ‌threat‌ ‌to‌‌

● Restraint‌ ‌shall‌ ‌be‌ ‌administered‌ ‌in‌ ‌such‌ ‌a‌ ‌way‌ ‌so‌ ‌as‌ ‌to‌ ‌prevent‌ ‌or‌ ‌minimize‌ ‌physical‌‌ 
harm.‌ ‌If,‌ ‌at‌ ‌any‌ ‌time‌ ‌during‌ ‌a‌ ‌physical‌ ‌restraint,‌ ‌the‌ ‌student‌ ‌expresses‌ ‌or‌ ‌demonstrates‌‌ 
significant‌ ‌physical‌ ‌distress‌ ‌including,‌ ‌but‌ ‌not‌ ‌limited‌ ‌to,‌ ‌difficulty‌ ‌breathing,‌ ‌the‌ ‌student‌‌

Seclusion‌ ‌Prohibited.‌ ‌‌Arlington‌ ‌Public‌ ‌Schools‌ ‌prohibits‌ ‌seclusion.‌ ‌‌Seclusion‌‌ 
(sometimes‌ ‌referred‌ ‌to‌ ‌as‌ ‌“seclusion‌ ‌restraint”)‌ ‌is‌ ‌defined‌ ‌by‌ ‌regulation‌ ‌as‌ ‌the‌‌ 
involuntary‌ ‌confinement‌ ‌of‌ ‌a‌ ‌student‌ ‌alone‌ ‌in‌ ‌a‌ ‌room‌ ‌or‌ ‌area‌ ‌from‌ ‌which‌ ‌the‌ ‌student‌ ‌is‌‌ 
physically‌ ‌prevented‌ ‌from‌ ‌leaving.‌ ‌Seclusion‌ ‌does‌ ‌not‌ ‌include‌ ‌a‌ ‌time-out‌ ‌as‌ ‌defined‌ ‌in‌‌

Time-Out.‌ ‌‌Arlington‌ ‌Public‌ ‌Schools‌ ‌uses‌ ‌time-out‌ ‌as‌ ‌a‌ ‌behavioral‌ ‌support‌ ‌strategy.‌‌ 
Time-out‌ ‌is‌ ‌defined‌ ‌by‌ ‌regulation‌ ‌as‌ ‌when‌ ‌a‌ ‌student‌ ‌temporarily‌ ‌‌separates‌ ‌from‌ ‌the‌‌ 
learning‌ ‌activity‌ ‌or‌ ‌the‌ ‌classroom,‌ ‌either‌ ‌by‌ ‌choice‌ ‌or‌ ‌by‌ ‌direction‌ ‌from‌ ‌staff,‌ ‌for‌ ‌the‌‌ 
purpose‌ ‌of‌ ‌calming.‌ ‌During‌ ‌time-out,‌ ‌a‌ ‌student‌ ‌must‌ ‌be‌ ‌continuously‌ ‌observed‌ ‌by‌ ‌a‌ ‌staff‌‌

Exclusionary‌ ‌Time-Out:‌‌ ‌‌The‌ ‌separation‌ ‌of‌ ‌a‌ ‌student‌ ‌from‌ ‌the‌ ‌rest‌ ‌of‌ ‌the‌ ‌class‌ ‌either‌‌ 
through‌ ‌complete‌ ‌visual‌ ‌separation‌ ‌(e.g.‌ ‌walled‌ ‌off‌ ‌rooms‌ ‌located‌ ‌within‌ ‌the‌ ‌classroom)‌‌ 
or‌ ‌from‌ ‌actual‌ ‌physical‌ ‌separation‌ ‌from‌ ‌the‌ ‌classroom. ‌The‌ ‌following‌ ‌applies‌ ‌to‌‌

● Should‌ ‌be‌ ‌reserved‌ ‌for‌ ‌use‌ ‌only‌ ‌when‌ ‌students‌ ‌are‌ ‌displaying‌ ‌behaviors‌ ‌which‌ ‌present,‌‌ 
or‌ ‌potentially‌ ‌present,‌ ‌an‌ ‌unsafe‌ ‌or‌ ‌overly‌ ‌disruptive‌ ‌situation‌ ‌in‌ ‌the‌ ‌classroom. ‌ ‌ 

● Must‌ ‌end‌ ‌when‌ ‌the‌ ‌student‌ ‌has‌ ‌calmed.‌ ‌ 
● Unless‌ ‌it‌ ‌poses‌ ‌a‌ ‌safety‌ ‌risk,‌ ‌a‌ ‌staff‌ ‌member‌ ‌must‌ ‌be‌ ‌physically‌ ‌present‌ ‌with‌ ‌the‌‌ 

student.‌ ‌If‌ ‌it‌ ‌is‌ ‌not‌ ‌safe‌ ‌for‌ ‌the‌ ‌staff‌ ‌member‌ ‌to‌ ‌be‌ ‌present‌ ‌with‌ ‌the‌ ‌student,‌ ‌the‌ ‌student‌‌ 
may‌ ‌be‌ ‌left‌ ‌in‌ ‌the‌ ‌time-out‌ ‌setting‌ ‌with‌ ‌the‌ ‌door‌ ‌closed.‌ ‌However,‌ ‌in‌ ‌order‌ ‌to‌ ‌ensure‌ ‌that‌‌

● For‌ ‌students‌ ‌displaying‌ ‌self-injurious‌ ‌behavior,‌ ‌a‌ ‌staff‌ ‌member‌ ‌must‌ ‌be‌ ‌physically‌‌ 
present‌ ‌in‌ ‌the‌ ‌same‌ ‌setting‌ ‌with‌ ‌the‌ ‌student.‌ ‌ 

● If‌ ‌it‌ ‌appears‌ ‌that‌ ‌the‌ ‌use‌ ‌of exclusionary time-out‌ ‌exacerbates‌ ‌the‌ ‌student's‌ ‌behavior,‌ ‌or‌‌ 
the‌ ‌continuation‌ ‌of‌ ‌the exclusionary time-out‌ ‌beyond‌ ‌30‌ ‌minutes‌ ‌has‌ ‌not‌ ‌helped‌ ‌the‌‌

Required‌ ‌training‌ ‌for‌ ‌‌all‌‌ ‌staff.‌‌ ‌Each‌ ‌Principal‌ ‌or‌ ‌designee‌ ‌shall‌ ‌determine‌ ‌a‌ ‌time‌ ‌and‌‌ 
method‌ ‌to‌ ‌provide‌ ‌all‌ ‌program‌ ‌staff‌ ‌with‌ ‌training‌ ‌regarding‌ ‌the‌ ‌Arlington‌ ‌Public‌ ‌Schools‌‌ 
restraint‌ ‌prevention‌ ‌and‌ ‌behavior‌ ‌support‌ ‌policies‌ ‌and‌ ‌procedures‌ ‌as‌ ‌well‌ ‌as‌‌ 
requirements‌ ‌when‌ ‌restraint‌ ‌is‌ ‌used.‌ ‌Such‌ ‌training‌ ‌shall‌ ‌occur‌ ‌within‌ ‌the‌ ‌first‌ ‌month‌ ‌of‌‌ 
each‌ ‌school‌ ‌year‌ ‌and,‌ ‌for‌ ‌employees‌ ‌hired‌ ‌after‌ ‌the‌ ‌school‌ ‌year‌ ‌begins,‌ ‌within‌ ‌a‌ ‌month‌‌

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● The‌ ‌program's‌ ‌restraint‌ ‌prevention‌ ‌and‌ ‌behavior‌ ‌support‌ ‌policy‌ ‌and‌ ‌procedures,‌‌ 
including‌ ‌use‌ ‌of‌ ‌time-out‌ ‌as‌ ‌a‌ ‌behavior‌ ‌support‌ ‌strategy‌ ‌distinct‌ ‌from‌ ‌seclusion;‌ ‌ 

● Interventions‌ ‌that‌ ‌may‌ ‌preclude‌ ‌the‌ ‌need‌ ‌for‌ ‌restraint,‌ ‌including‌ ‌de-escalation‌ ‌of‌‌ 
problematic‌ ‌behaviors‌ ‌and‌ ‌other‌ ‌alternatives‌ ‌to‌ ‌restraint‌ ‌in‌ ‌emergency‌ ‌circumstances;‌ ‌ 

● When‌ ‌behavior‌ ‌presents‌ ‌an‌ ‌emergency‌ ‌that‌ ‌requires‌ ‌physical‌ ‌restraint,‌ ‌the‌ ‌types‌ ‌of‌‌ 
permitted‌ ‌physical‌ ‌restraints‌ ‌and‌ ‌related‌ ‌safety‌ ‌considerations,‌ ‌including‌ ‌information‌‌ 
regarding‌ ‌the‌ ‌increased‌ ‌risk‌ ‌of‌ ‌injury‌ ‌to‌ ‌a‌ ‌student‌ ‌when‌ ‌any‌ ‌restraint‌ ‌is‌ ‌used,‌ ‌in‌‌ 
particular‌ ‌a‌ ‌restraint‌ ‌of‌ ‌extended‌ ‌duration;‌ ‌ 

● Administering‌ ‌physical‌ ‌restraint‌ ‌in‌ ‌accordance‌ ‌with‌ ‌medical‌ ‌or‌ ‌psychological‌ ‌limitations,‌‌ 
known‌ ‌or‌ ‌suspected‌ ‌trauma‌ ‌history,‌ ‌and/or‌ ‌behavioral‌ ‌intervention‌ ‌plans‌ ‌applicable‌ ‌to‌ ‌an‌‌ 
individual‌ ‌student;‌ ‌and‌ ‌ 

● Identification‌ ‌of‌ ‌program‌ ‌staff‌ ‌who‌ ‌have‌ ‌received‌ ‌in-depth‌ ‌training‌ ‌pursuant‌ ‌to‌ ‌603‌ ‌CMR‌‌ 
46.03(3)‌ ‌in‌ ‌the‌ ‌use‌ ‌of‌ ‌physical‌ ‌restraint.‌ ‌ 
‌ 

In-depth‌ ‌staff‌ ‌training‌ ‌in‌ ‌the‌ ‌use‌ ‌of‌ ‌physical‌ ‌restraint.‌‌ ‌At‌ ‌the‌ ‌beginning‌ ‌of‌ ‌each‌‌ 
school‌ ‌year,‌ ‌the‌ ‌principal‌ ‌of‌ ‌each‌ ‌public‌ ‌education‌ ‌program‌ ‌or‌ ‌his‌ ‌or‌ ‌her‌ ‌designee‌ ‌shall‌‌ 
identify‌ ‌program‌ ‌staff‌ ‌who‌ ‌are‌ ‌authorized‌ ‌to‌ ‌serve‌ ‌as‌ ‌a‌ ‌school-wide‌ ‌resource‌ ‌to‌ ‌assist‌ ‌in‌‌ 
ensuring‌ ‌proper‌ ‌administration‌ ‌of‌ ‌physical‌ ‌restraint.‌ ‌Such‌ ‌staff‌ ‌shall‌ ‌participate‌ ‌in‌‌ 
in-depth‌ ‌training‌ ‌in‌ ‌the‌ ‌use‌ ‌of‌ ‌physical‌ ‌restraint.‌ ‌DESE‌ ‌recommends‌ ‌that‌ ‌such‌ ‌training‌‌ 
be‌ ‌competency-based‌ ‌and‌ ‌be‌ ‌at‌ ‌least‌ ‌sixteen‌ ‌(16)‌ ‌hours‌ ‌in‌ ‌length‌ ‌with‌ ‌at‌ ‌least‌ ‌one‌‌

● Appropriate‌ ‌procedures‌ ‌for‌ ‌preventing‌ ‌the‌ ‌use‌ ‌of‌ ‌physical‌ ‌restraint,‌ ‌including‌ ‌the‌‌ 
de-escalation‌ ‌of‌ ‌problematic‌ ‌behavior,‌ ‌relationship‌ ‌building‌ ‌and‌ ‌the‌ ‌use‌ ‌of‌ ‌alternatives‌ ‌to‌‌ 
restraint;‌ ‌ 

● A‌ ‌description‌ ‌and‌ ‌identification‌ ‌of‌ ‌specific‌ ‌dangerous‌ ‌behaviors‌ ‌on‌ ‌the‌ ‌part‌ ‌of‌ ‌students‌‌ 
that‌ ‌may‌ ‌lead‌ ‌to‌ ‌the‌ ‌use‌ ‌of‌ ‌physical‌ ‌restraint‌ ‌and‌ ‌methods‌ ‌for‌ ‌evaluating‌ ‌the‌ ‌risk‌ ‌of‌ ‌harm‌‌ 
in‌ ‌individual‌ ‌situations‌ ‌in‌ ‌order‌ ‌to‌ ‌determine‌ ‌whether‌ ‌the‌ ‌use‌ ‌of‌ ‌restraint‌ ‌is‌ ‌warranted;‌ ‌ 

● The‌ ‌simulated‌ ‌experience‌ ‌of‌ ‌administering‌ ‌and‌ ‌receiving‌ ‌physical‌ ‌restraint,‌ ‌instruction‌‌ 
regarding‌ ‌the‌ ‌effect(s)‌ ‌on‌ ‌the‌ ‌person‌ ‌restrained,‌ ‌including‌ ‌instruction‌ ‌on‌ ‌monitoring‌‌ 
physical‌ ‌signs‌ ‌of‌ ‌distress‌ ‌and‌ ‌obtaining‌ ‌medical‌ ‌assistance;‌ ‌ 

● Instruction‌ ‌regarding‌ ‌documentation‌ ‌and‌ ‌reporting‌ ‌requirements‌ ‌and‌ ‌investigation‌ ‌of‌‌ 
injuries‌ ‌and‌ ‌complaints;‌ ‌ 

● Demonstration‌ ‌by‌ ‌participants‌ ‌of‌ ‌proficiency‌ ‌in‌ ‌administering‌ ‌physical‌ ‌restraint;‌ ‌and,‌ ‌ 
● Instruction‌ ‌regarding‌ ‌the‌ ‌impact‌ ‌of‌ ‌physical‌ ‌restraint‌ ‌on‌ ‌the‌ ‌student‌ ‌and‌ ‌family,‌‌ 

recognizing‌ ‌the‌ ‌act‌ ‌of‌ ‌restraint‌ ‌has‌ ‌impact,‌ ‌including‌ ‌but‌ ‌not‌ ‌limited‌ ‌to‌ ‌psychological,‌‌ 
physiological,‌ ‌and‌ ‌social-emotional‌ ‌effects.‌ ‌
